Embracing an open approach with no 
restrictions on themes, mediums, and sizes, the Prize encourages artists to boldly explore and 
challenge, thereby presenting the possibilities of painting creation. �e award winning exhibit is in 
collaboration with Kuandu Museum of Fine Arts. �e �rst prize and merit prize works have been 
acquired as part of the CTBC Foundation for Arts and Culture collection, the Prize hence shows its 
continual drive to the development of contemporary painting through corporate support.

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A year round project which brings art instructors entering rural areas and tailor-made art courses 
for the children, including a public showcase by the end. In 2023, the “Pivotal Teacher 
Development Program” was launched in order to sustain the positive impact. Dreams Initiative 
Project has received 30 domestic and international awards, supported over 2,000 students and 
teachers, and completed the �rst SROI report in Taiwan. For every NT$1 invested, it generates 
NT$4.18 of social value.
